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GENERAL STATEMENT

The purpose of this Emergency Operations Plan for the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport is to:

A. Establish procedures for alerting and response of off-airport emergency equipment.

B. Define the roles and responsibilities of all personnel responding to incidents at the airport.

C. To assure coordination and cooperation of efforts from airport management, Brooke and Ohio County governments and the Federal government

SITUATION

A. The Ohio County Commission operates the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport.

B. F.A.A. controlled Wheeling Tower is responsible for determining an Emergency Alert Status, alerting airport management, and handling the situation with the pilot.

C. Airport Management is responsible for the response to the situation.

ASSUMPTIONS

A. Airport Management shall call for off-airport emergency equipment.

B. Wheeling Tower shall call for assistance if requested to do so.

C. Situations at the airport shall require a coordinated response between agencies from Brooke and Ohio County.

D. The Incident Command System and the Integrated Emergency Management System shall be used to handle all situations at the airport.

ALERT CLASSIFICATIONS

ALERT 1

Indicates an aircraft has a minor difficulty and the pilot has not declared an emergency and/ or has not requested emergency equipment to stand by.

Airport Management may choose to:

a. Not activate airport equipment or

b. May place airport equipment on standby or

c. May place off-airport equipment on standby at their firehouses or

d. May ask for off-airport equipment to be on standby at the airport.

ALERT 2

Indicates an aircraft is experiencing major difficulty and an emergency has been declared and/ or the pilot has requested assistance.

ALERT 3

Indicates that an aircraft accident has occurred on or in the vicinity of the Ohio County Airport.

CRASH STATUS

L
Small aircraft with less than 4 souls on board.

M
Medium size aircraft with less than 10 souls on board.

Any jet even through less than 10 souls.

Any incident involving aircraft from the Air National Guard facility will be classified medium.

H
Heavy aircraft that has less than 10 souls on board.

P
Passenger aircraft with greater than 10 souls.

OFF SITE EMERGENCY 

NOTIFICATION PROCEDURE

1. When Management is notified of an Emergency Alert, and off-airport emergency equipment is needed, the Ohio County 911 Communications Center shall be notified.  


DIAL 911 OR 234-3775

2. Give the dispatcher the caller’s name, identify what Alert Level has been declared, and what gate equipment should enter.

3. Management will be responsible for:

A. Dispatching Airport Emergency equipment.

B. Meet “Off-Airport” emergency vehicles at the airport gate and assure a staging area is available.

C. Provide an electrical outlet for the Command Post.

D. Report to the Command Post and coordinate response.

4. During late hours when staff is at a minimum, management should consider off-airport equipment be placed on standby at the airport.

DISPATCHER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

1. The dispatcher shall receive notification from Airport Management or Wheeling Control Tower.

2. The dispatcher shall tone out all units according to the Alert Level given.  I.E.  “Attention West Liberty Fire and EMS Personnel, you have an Alert Level _____, Status_____, at the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport.  Enter Gate #_______.

3. The second dispatcher shall immediately notify Brooke County Fire Control of the Alert.

4. Brooke County Dispatchers shall dispatch all units according to the attached protocol.

5. When an Alert Level reaches Level #3, all units on the dispatch sheets listed for standby shall be dispatched to the staging area.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. All units dispatched to the Wheeling-Ohio County Airport shall meet Airport Management at the main ramp gate near the tower.

2. Upon arrival to the airport, all units shall turn off all warning lights and sirens to avoid distracting the pilot of the disabled aircraft.

3. The area where apparatus will stage at the airport will be determined by Airport Management.

4. Upon responding to the airport, the West Liberty Incident Commander shall contact Airport Management via cellular telephone.  Crash Truck – 281-2291 or the office number - 234-3865.  Management shall supply the following information if available:

THE TYPE OF AIRCRAFT

THE ESTIMATED FUEL ON BOARD

THES ESTIMATED TIME OF ARRIVAL

THE DIRECTION OF APPROACH AND INTENDED RUNWAY NUMBER

THE TYPE OF EMERGENCY DECLARED

WHAT EQUIPMENT IS REQUESTED?


No telephone calls shall be made to the tower unless Airport Management is unavailable.

5. NO apparatus will be permitted on the runway or taxiways without being escorted by Airport Management.  If the airport is closed or management is unavailable, the drivers of all responding apparatus shall stop at the gate and look to the tower.  During operational hours, control tower personnel will, via the light gun, direct equipment to:

a. Proceed onto the field via a steady green signal or

b. Hold their position via a steady red signal.

6. When apparatus is permitted on the runways and / or taxiways, emergency warning lights shall be activated.  NO sirens are permitted.

7. The following persons shall report to the Command Post once it is set up:

a. Airport Manager or Operations Officer

b. Ohio County EMA Director

c. Brooke County EMA Director

d. Ohio County Sheriff’s Chief Deputy

e. Brooke County Sheriff or Designee

f. Civil Air Patrol Representative

g. Air National Guard Liaison Officer

ICS ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

AIRPORT MANAGEMENT

1. Determines the need and notifies off-airport emergency equipment.

2. Equips, mans, and coordinates airport emergency equipment.

3. Determines the staging area (on or off the runway).

4. Provides an electrical outlet for the Command Post.

5. Sends a representative to the Command Post.

FAA

1. Notifies Airport Management of Alert status.

2. Handles emergency with pilot.

3. May contact off-airport emergency equipment if directed to by Airport Management.

INCIDENT COMMAND

1. Role of Incident Command has, by authority of this plan, been delegated to the West Liberty VFD.

2. The Incident Commander shall have overall authority of the incident and is responsible for all decision making throughout the incident in cooperation with the Command Post.

3. The Incident Commander shall appoint a Safety Officer (preferably with experience with aircraft).

FIRE SECTOR

1. The Sector Leader has, by authority of this plan, been delegated to the Chief of the Short Creek VFD or Winsor Heights VFD.  If a line officer is unavailable, the Incident Commander will designate a Sector Leader.

2. Shall be responsible for all fire suppression and prevention activities at the scene of the incident.

3. The Fire Sector shall coordinate all activities with the Airport Fire Apparatus.

EMS/ RESCUE SECTOR

1. The EMS/Rescue Sector Leader has, by authority of this plan, been delegated to the WL VFD and shall be assigned by the Incident Commander.

2. Shall be responsible for the safety, stability, pre-hospital care, extrication, and rescue of all crew and passenger of the aircraft.

3. In the event the incident has been declared as a regional MCI incident, the sector leader shall become the EMS Control (Treatment) Officer.

STAGING SECTOR

1. The Staging Sector shall be responsible for coordinating all apparatus dispatched to the incident, but not assigned to the airport.

2. The Fire Sector Leader shall establish a “Staging/ Media” Area at the Short Creek VFD, and appoint a Staging Officer.

3. The Staging Officer shall maintain coordination of the area, position apparatus by fire, rescue, and EMS vehicles, and shall maintain contact with the Command Post.

4. The Staging Officer shall dispatch the number and type of vehicle requested by the Command Post.

5. The Staging Officer shall maintain a log of all apparatus in the staging area and shall notify the Command Post when vehicles are no longer available.

6. The Staging Area shall also serve as a Media Briefing Area.

7. The Staging Officer shall also coordinate the local news media.  The Staging Officer shall NOT release any information to the media unless directed to by the Command Post.

8. News Briefings will be scheduled through the Command Post and the Staging Officer shall be notified accordingly.

OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES

1. The Wheeling- Ohio County EMA and Brooke County Offices of Emergency Services shall share the responsibility of implementing the Integrated Emergency Management System.

2. Both offices shall provide and staff the Mobile Emergency Operations Center at the terminal.

3. EMA shall provide Resource Management to the Incident Commander.

4. EMA shall coordinate all activities of the local, county, state and federal governments.

5. Each EMA Director shall implement any part of their county EOP as necessary for the mitigation of the incident.

6. Shall serve as PIO in conjunction with Airport Management, the FAA, and the NTSB.

LAW ENFORCEMENT

1. Shall be responsible for the local investigation of the incident and shall be the local liaison with the FAA and the NTSB.

2. During all phases of the incident, shall provide traffic control and diversion from the incident.  All non-essential traffic shall be restricted from the incident.  In the case of an MCI incident, shall provide for two-way traffic to the scene.

C. Commanders report to Command Post.

3. Shall provide Sector Commanders for Investigation and Traffic Control.

4. Assignments shall be made according to the exact location of the incident.

5. Shall send representative to the Command Post.
